We all know how intricate and delicate the Fretisavoodcraft Ted Hawkins makes but do you know vifhat
involved from the start of the project to its carstbn! Well the following article is presented bgd Hawkins
will give you a pretty good idea of the patience @tanning required to come up with his works af arthink
Ted had plenty to ‘fret” about this project!

My French Flowers clock was made from a plan setefom an internet catalogue of Spanish designer,
Pedro Lopez and was made purely as a competitemrepilt will be entered in th&orking With Wood
Show, Kiama Show & the Scroll Saw Exhibition It is designed from an old French clock, | bedie
circa 1700's and unbeknown to me at the timenidai to the Queens clock that | was successfut wit
few years ago but about 33% larger and differaataire. It also has some extra detail.

| wanted to use a dark wood (mahogany) and Jacataudcould not find this and used KOTO which is a
very white wood with even colour and little graiatigrn. | had never heard of it before but my $epp
sent a sample and it looked great. However wistarted to use it warped as soon as | unpacked it s
had to keep weights on it all the time. The 3mns wat hard to work with as it is flexible enough to
straighten. The 6mm again was not too bad asstsiith a little flexible and had quite a lot oefwork
which tends to relieve the internal stresses. Hewthe 9mm became a real problem. It was thick
enough to have little flexibility and required omhyinimum fretwork. | found that I could only work
about 25 minutes and then had to press flat agaiokily the plan called for some solid platfornastte
fitted across these pieces and when glued it kegh treasonably straight.

The Mahogany was easy to work with except for therts they are cut from 3mm and this is very lexittl
| had to remake several links. These are madawing the whole link and then cutting into 2 parts
using a razor blade and then re-gluing togethenagehese are the most fragile parts of the clock.
When the timber arrived it has been machine satw2d0 grit. Before starting to cut the wood, | go
through the grades of grit, finishing with 1200igty a natural low satin sheen to the surface. @bia
Olde Danish Oil has absolutely no resins or lacquieled so that the only sheen at the finish depamds
this sanding. | use this oil as it gives an evanhfthish to the fret cuts which | do not sandisé sharp
blades and slow cutting feed rate to get a fresHims smooth as possible. Because of the lazgeasd
complexity, | had problems assembling. | first askked into 5 parts. | then fitted the felt on dawdrd to
line the inside, and then joined 4 of these pagsther.
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The last was to glue this assembly onto the bagbiece which is made from the previously described
9mm Koto. In hindsight | should have asked for sdrekp. But eventually | got it all glued togethath
clamps hanging like a xmas tree. Beauty, it wageddl'he next morning | came to remove the clamps
and to my horror the end clamp had loosened an@ sxditine joints opened a little. You have to ldok
find the fault. But this is what judges are paidib. Time taken to do this project:- Started 4dvémber
2008 and took up the major part of my spare tithépril 2009.
